Obviously, there is a variation of points in each category. If you do everything asked in each category, you get the full points. Every time you are off by one thing required in that category, a point is taken off.  So if you do two things wrong in the good to great category, you get an 8 instead of a 10 for that category. 
The main point of the script is to examine and convey ideas, concepts, and information clearly and accurately through the effective selection, organization, and analysis of content. 
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
